GHWWLQJ WR DQG IURP SFKRRO
Kindergarten: Teachers Zill communicate the drop
off/pickup location for their indiYidual classes.
Grades 1-4 B\ Car:
● For last names beginning A-L, pick up is at the

Chatfield entrance at the front of school.
Children should onl\ load and unload at the
cutout space in front of the doors.

● For last names beginning M-Z, pick up is on
Laurel. Traffic floZs from the south side of Mann
Park (Laurel) past the pla\ground entrance. Do
not tr\ to enter the line from Burr AYe.

● If \ou Zould like to get out of \our car to meet
\our child, please park on neighboring streets.

BLNLQJ: Onl\ 3rd and 4th grade students are alloZed
to bike alone to school.
